The online portal offers a
dedicated place for students,
parents, and staff to ask
OSCEOLA important safety questions,
report instances of bullying,
or report potential physical
or social-emotional threats.
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The Osceola School Board is committed to the safety and security of all students, staff, and visitors. The
Osceola School District has detailed comprehensive safety and emergency plans for every site, and all
schools regularly conduct various drills, such as fire drills, severe weather drills, and intruder drills, to
prepare students for an emergency. Additionally, the Osceola School District maintains excellent
collaborative relationships with the Osceola County Sheriff's Office, the Kissimmee Police Department,
and the St. Cloud Police Department to address issues related to law enforcement incidents. Through
partnerships with these agencies, all Osceola schools have a dedicated School Resource Officer on
campus.
